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EI Lesson Plan 2-Reflection
	My lesson plan was implemented on Thursday, October 7th. As I began the beginning of my lesson, I had all of the children come over to the table. I kept telling them that we were going to have fun. Then I asked them what letter I was holding up (the letter “C”). I showed them how to make the letter “C” and then I began to put shaving cream in front of each of the students. I asked them if they knew what it was, but no one answered. I let them touch it for a little and then I began the lesson.
	I wanted my lesson to go very smoothly without any real mess up. I thought the students would have fun and that they would really get into the lesson. I was wrong. The students seemed mystified by the shaving cream. They did not know what to do with the whip cream. I showed them as I wanted to do in my lesson, but 2 out of the 5 children were the only children to actually make the letter “C” on their own. All of the other children had to do it with me. In addition, the children began to throw around and just play with the shaving cream. It turned into a big mess with shaving cream in the children’s hair, on their clothes, and even on the floor. I thought the teachers were mad, but they weren’t at all. Even though my lesson did not go exactly as planned, the children at least had fun and did learn.
	The behavioral objectives for this lesson were to have the students understand that they should not throw or eat the shaving cream. In addition, I believed that after one time working with the aid, teacher, or myself that the children should be able to do it on their own, but if they needed more help, then they would receive some. The children were able to meet part of the objectives, but not all of them. Two of the five children were able to receive help and then try to do it on their own, while the others still needed help and/or did not do the activity. In addition, the children thankfully did not eat the shaving cream, but they did begin to throw the shaving cream around a little. It didn’t make a huge mess, but it was big enough to make me feel bad about it. I believe that I changed the children’s skills by even just doing the letter with them. The children usually just use a block to make the letter “C”, but with this activity it was very hands on. I ensured that it provided the children with an opportunity for success by making their finger like their “pencil”. This might give them the opportunity to understand what a pencil would do when making the letter “C”.
	I believe that my planning for lesson was very good. My lesson included many steps to allow me to focus on the important part of teaching them how to write the letter “C”. The set-up of my lesson was very good. I made sure that each of the students had their own little section to make their “C’s” without causing problems for any other child. The communication with children seemed to go pretty well. They understood what I was talking about but they had a hard time executing the activity. It was sometimes hard to manage the children because there were only three of us in the room, but it did not turn into a huge mess. In my lesson I was very flexible. In this classroom you have to be flexible because the children sometimes might need that extra help or they have emotional problems.
	If I had to do this lesson again, I would probably do a couple of things different things. I would have the children come up one at a time to do the lesson. I believe that I would have a better time controlling the mess and I would be able to concentrate on helping the student. In addition, I would probably have used less shaving cream for each child. I believe that if they had less shaving cream that there would have been less of a mess.
	My lesson was play-based because of the activity that we did. The activity allowed the children to be hands on and active. By using the shaving cream, it allowed the children to explore it with their senses. In addition, they were allowed to have fun while still learning by using the shaving cream. I believe that if I just used a pen or a pencil and have them practice to write “C” that the children would have lost their interest.
	If my children were more mature I would probably have them try to make as many letters as they can in the shaving cream. In addition, I would try to have them write basic words such as “cat, dog”. If my children were less mature then I would have worked with them one on one. I do not know that I would be able to trust the child to do the activity by themselves. 
	If the parents were to question my lesson I would describe to them the developmental progress that would help their children. Their child will practice learning how to copy capital letters, which is part of motor development. In addition, just following different directions allows me to understand that they understand what is being asked of them. Lastly, at this age, the child is beginning to learn the alphabet and this would be great help in understanding how the shape is made and what it looks like. This will allow them to recognize the letters more.
